Question: | have heard that there is a new statute relating to notices of lis pendens filed in connectign yith
eminent domain cases. What new obligations have been created?

Answer: Section 12.007 of the Property Code has been amendeduine a person who files a notice for
record of lis pendens to serve a copy of the notice on each party to the action who has an interest if t!e re
property affected by the notiget later than the third day after the date the personfiles the notice.
The new portion of the statute was effective as of September 1, 2009 and applies to all lis pendens flied 0
or after such effective date. Any lis pendens filed prior to the effective date is not affected. The npti€e i
to be mailed to any party with an interest in the proper8ee8 12.007(d) of the Property Codg. ™
Therefore, lien holders, leaseholders and other persons or entities with an interest need to be served yvith
copy of the lis pendens. The penalty for failing to serve a copy of the lis pendens as prescribed by the
statute is expungement of the lis pendens, rendering it us8kegg 12.0071(c)(3) and 12.0071(f) of th
Property Code. iy

Speed contributed to fatal Christmas Eve wreck, police say

Fort Worth police on Monday continued their investigation into a Christmas Eve chain-reaction wreck in which two pick-
ups sandwiched a stopped car, fatally injuring its driver. Timothy Head, 44, of Fort Worth died Thursday afternoon at
Texas Health Harris Methodist Hospital in Fort Worth.

The accident happened about 8 a.m. at 3000 Western Center Blvd., just west of the intersection with Interstate 35W in
north Fort Worth, said Sgt. Chad Mahaffey, a Fort Worth police spokesman. Head, who was driving a green 2003
Hyundai, was stopped at a red light behind a brown Dodge pickup. He apparently intended to turn left onto Old Denton
Road. The driver of a 1999 tan Chevrolet pickup "failed to control his speed, entered the left turn lane, and struck the
back of (Head's) vehicle," Mahaffey said. "The force of the impact caused (Head's car) to collide with the Dodge pickup
in front of him," Mahaffey said.

The Hyundai wound up in the middle of the intersection with the Dodge pickup, Mahaffey said. The Chevrolet pickup
"rolled, crossed the median, and slid into the Dodge." Two other people were treated at the scene, but they did not
have to go to the hospital, MedStar representatives said. The Tarrant County medical examiner reported that Head died
at 4:58 p.m. Thursday at the hospital's intensive care unit.

Although snowy weather gripped Fort Worth on Thursday, speed was the only known contributing factor to the wreck as
of Monday, Mahaffey said. "No arrests have been made," he said. "The finalized report will be available when
(investigators) complete their collision reconstruction; it usually takes a couple weeks."

Head, whose funeral was Monday, had been married 17 years to his wife, Amy, and they had a daughter, Samantha,
according to his obituary. He graduated from Alvarado High School in 1984 and attended the University of Texas at Ar-
lington, Lubbock Christian University and Tarleton State University. He was a minor league umpire for two years, a
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Arlington, Lubbock Christian and Tarleton State universities. He graduated from Joe Brinkman's Umpire School in Coco Beach,

baseball umpire for 20 years and a football referee for seven seasons, having been trained at the Joe Brinkman Umpire
School in Coco Beach, Fla., according to the obit. Head worked 14 years for the Texas Department of Transportation
and was also a real estate agent, the obit stated.
